Math - 5 Mornings per Week

completed an algebra class may benefit from this four-week session. These are the skills tested 

on the SAT, and a strong conceptual grasp is necessary to do well. 

Pre-Algebra 
The goal of Pre-Algebra is to develop fluency 
with rational numbers and proportional 
relationships. Students will extend their 
elementary skills and begin to learn algebra 
concepts that serve as a transition into formal 
Algebra and Geometry.  

Algebra 
The main goal of Algebra is to develop fluency in working 
with linear equations. Students will extend their experiences 
with tables, graphs, and equations and solve linear 
equations and inequalities and systems of linear equations 
and inequalities. Students will analyze situations verbally, 
numerically, graphically, and symbolically.
